Insert the following paragraphs into the unit offer letter:


Rent-Geared-to-Income Assistance
This offer is for a rent-geared-to-income unit, which means that your rent is based on approximately 30% of your total gross household income, plus a charge for utilities or an allowance as applicable. 
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Recipients of Ontario Works basic financial assistance or Ontario Disability Support Program income support will pay a flat rate for rent, plus a charge for utilities if provided. The shelter allowance for social assistance recipients is based upon your rent, plus other eligible shelter costs (e.g. tenant insurance), up to program maximums.


Continued Eligibility for Rent-Geared-to-Income
You must report changes in income or household composition in writing within 30 days of the change. 

All households must complete an annual review to determine continued eligibility for rent-geared-to-income assistance. Household income, assets, household members, and school status are reviewed and verified during the annual review.  A current Canada Revenue Agency Notice of Assessment must also be provided annually to verify income for all adult household members.
