$80,000,000. Construction of the new three-story, six-wing building is well underway on 
the Maple View Landings property in Athens, Ontario, and will replace the existing 60-
bed Maple View Lodge upon its expected opening in summer 2025. The existing building 
will be repurposed, with a plan to be announced in the coming months.
